Religious Items of Clothing

The school will look favourably on any items of clothing that need to be worn in connection to
religious practices and observances. Such items may include a hijab or a turban, for example.

Jewellery

Galley Hill Primary School will follow the Hertfordshire guidance on the wearing of jewellery. For
Health & Safety reasons no jewellery should be worn in school, if your child has pierced ears, one
pair of small plain stud earrings will be allowed. Surgical tape should be used to cover any earrings
during PE, this must be applied by parent/carer on the day of your child’s PE lesson unless your
child is capable of applying this themselves. Teachers cannot remove or replace earrings.

A plastic cap is required for swimming lessons.

Hair

We ask that any pupil with long hair has it tied back neatly during the school day. Hair accessories
should be discrete. The children should not have patterns shaved into their hair during the school
term. If this is done in the holidays, please ensure there is adequate time for it to grow out before
school.

Extreme in hairstyles, hair colour, any nail varnish or tattoos are not acceptable within the school.
