You could…

· Ask a family member about their toys they had when they were younger are the same or different.

· Draw a picture of yourself with your favourite toy.

· To hide one of your toys and give a family member or friend directions to find your toy.

· To design and create a treasure map including a compass.

Our Science focus is Seasons followed by Plants this includes how to observe seasonal changes, describe weather, to identify and name common plants and describe the basic structure of trees/plants.

· Draw a picture of what the weather is like. Can you describe the weather?
