Dear Parents / Carers, 

RE: Home Learning Policy Update

I would like to thank you all for the comments and suggestions regarding ways of engaging with your child’s learning at the Parent’s Evenings back in October. As a result, we have spent some time revising our Home Learning Policy. 
The intent of our revised policy is as follows:

· To consolidate learning from class. 

· To make parents aware of learning that is taking place in class.

· To encourage conversations about learning.

· To practise basic skills. 

All home learning will be sent home, on a Friday, in the zippy wallets currently containing the children’s reading books and records. We will be setting up a new homework reward card to acknowledge the effort children have spent completing home learning with the opportunity for them to receive badges. 

For children from Nursery to Year 6, reading experiences remain a central part of the homework each week. We expect all children to have reading experiences recorded in their reading journals (reading to an adult, an adult sharing a book with them or reading independently) at least 4 times per week. For children in Early Years (Nursery and Reception) this is all of the home learning that they will receive at this time. 
Other home learning tasks will vary according to the age of the child and may include Maths, phonics and more creative tasks supporting other parts of the curriculum. Teachers will identify key vocabulary on the curriculum task that will support the children in their learning. We would appreciate you discussing the vocabulary with them at home. 

In addition to the tasks within the zippy wallet, the children have access to Numbots (Year 1), Times Table Rock Stars (Years 2 to 6) and Blooket (Year 6) as online learning opportunities. This work is optional but strongly encouraged and the children will receive additional home learning reward stickers for completing these activities. 

If you have any questions relating to your child’s home learning, please do speak to your child’s class teacher. The fully revised Home Learning Policy will be available to access on our school website from the end of this month. 

Many thanks for the support you give your child with their learning.
